Frequently Asked Questions- Design Kit 2001

Why can’t dimension, resize drawing text or create 2D elevations of my old drawings?

You must have the dimension style CADKIT-IN (or CADKIT-CM) assigned to the drawing.  To do this:

· Pick Dimension | Style
· Type CADKIT-IN (CADKIT-CM for metric) in the Name field 

· Pick Save

My lock worked in Design Kit 2000, but now its says my lock isn’t installed.  How do I fix this?

You must reinstall the drivers that run the lock.  To do this:

· Pick Start | Run
· Type c:\cadkitdk\ads\hinstall  (assuming you have Design Kit installed to the c:\ drive, otherwise substitute the appropriate path)

· Look for HASP Device Driver screen

· Pick Install
· At the warning, pick Install again.

· Shut down and restart your computer

I’m using Design Kit on top of AutoCAD R14, but I can’t load any of the Design Kit functions.  It tries to load the menus and cancels.  What can I do?

Design Kit needs certain variable and routines that are only available in the full installation of AutoCAD.  A “typical install” will not install these elements. 

· Uninstall AutoCAD and CADKIT through Start | Control Panel | Add/Remove Programs

· Delete their corresponding directories using My Computer or Windows Explorer (AutoCAD r14 and  CADKITDK)

· Reinstall AutoCAD r14 per their instructions, making sure you select the Full Installation option.

· Run AutoCAD r14 at least once before installing CADKIT

· Install CADKIT per the installation instructions.

When ever I try to place a catalog item, I get an autolisp error.

You must update your catalogs as instructed in the readme file.  

· Select Start   | Programs | CADKIT 2001 | CADKIT 2001 Tools.  

· Pick Update 2000/12.x files

· Pick Update Existing Catalogs. 

I created a customized toolbar, but now that I’ve restarted the stand alone version of the program the buttons don’t match the functions.

You must build the toolbars from right to left. To correct the problem, first restore the default toolbars

· Exit Design Kit

· Select Start | Programs | CADKIT 2001 | CADKIT 2001 Tools

· Pick the Change Paths tab

· Look the Reset Menus check box in the lower left corner.  Check the box. 

· Pick Store Paths
· Pick Exit
To Create Custom Toolbars

· Start Design Kit

· RtClick on the gray space surrounding any toolbar (Stand alone users can also pick Tools | Toolbars)

· Pick New…
· Name the toolbar.  Do not use any existing toolbar names, such as CADKIT Standard or All CADKIT

· Select the new toolbar from the list of Toolbars

· Pick Customize…
· Pick CTRL and drag any icons from other toolbar to the new toolbar.  This copies the icons to the new toolbar.
I try to dimension a floorplan, but halfway through it stops and the command line says function canceled by user.

This is problem that occurs with drawings that have walls shorter than 5 feet.  Please contact CADKIT Technical Support for a fix to this problem.

I have drawing that uses a customized manufacturer catalog.  When I execute various commands I get the message “ Fatal Error.  Unhandled Access Violation@ 36026c10h”.

This problem is caused by symbols with repeating patterns; such as dish racks, wine racks, or beadboard panels.  Please contact CADKIT Technical Support for a fix to this problem.

When I print some of my lines are very faint gray or dotted.

· Select File / Print / Pen Assignments
· Change all colors (1-256) to pen #7.  (The color will not change)

· Pick OK and OK again at the main print window to create a blank plot and make the settings stick.

When I try to print I get options in the command line, but I can’t access the dialog box.

· Select Manager | Misc. Settings
· Look for the CMDDIA variable
· Change it to 1 and pick Continue
My NKBAFLRP layer file group shows up with dotted lines for the base cabinets sometimes then solid lines for the base cabinets at other times.

· Select Manager | Misc. Settings
· Look for the LTSCALE variable
· Change it to 24 or 48 and pick Continue
· If that doesn’t work, Pick Format | Layer
· Look for the fc-cbfpl layer.  Make sure the linetype is Hiddenx2.
I can’t change the paper size when I plot.

· Pick File | Print
· Pick Device and Default Selection
· Look for Device Requirements.  Pick Change.  
· Look for the standard Windows printer configurations screen and pick the desired paper size.
