Design Kit

Following are the steps to creating a custom drawing border from within the Border Manager, save it with the Library Manager, and insert it to the Insert Drawing Border listing.


Start CADKIT


Pick Manager | Library Manager

Pick on the box below Item Type: and select Item Symbol from the list of items


Pick Insert Block

Select Block Name and type BORDRB (or the appropriate size-A size border is BORDRA etc.).  Make sure the name is in capital Letters.


Check the Explode Box


Pick Continue

Click anywhere in the drawing screen for the insertion point.  (Note: It will not prompt you to do this)


RtClick through the Scale Factor and Rotation Angle prompts

The border is inserted.  Zoom Extents if necessary to view it.


You may choose to use some of the Expert Menu commands for importing logo(s) under File | Import/Export for .tif, .gif, .wmf, .bmp, or .dxb files or drawing extra Lines, Arcs or Circles, etc. on your custom border.  Note:  You may have to use the Tools | Scale function to reduce or enlarge the size of the logo(s) to match the border.  Refer to page 3.8 of the Design Kit manual for more information. DO NOT SCALE THE BORDER DRAWING ITSELF.  Also, you must change your Text Style to represent the style you wish for your border to carry when Inserted through Insert a Drawing Border.


To change the text style, pick Manager | Settings | Text Style and proceed to select the Text Style you wish to apply to the border text.  Pick Continue to exit back to the drawing screen and Enter to any defaults prompted at the command line.  This Text Style has now been added to your border drawing and will be set for any text typed or placed from this point forward.  To modify your existing text items, pick on Tools | Modify and pick on each text item. In the Modify screen you will see on the right hand side a drop down box for the Styles.  


Pick on the Style you chose in your Text Style setting (ie. Romans, Cityblueprint).  


Pick OK to continue and resize the text if needed.


CADKIT can pull certain bits of information out of the Project Manager | Project Information screen about your Contact, Contact’s Address1 and 2, Contact’s Phone etc..  These features are listed under the Manager | Border Manager list of options.  Simply pick on the attribute you wish to place in your title block and pick a Start Point, then enter a Rotation Angle and Enter.  This will not place a Prefix before the tag itself, such as, “Client:  CONTACT” it will only pull the information over from the Project Manager for your use and place it in lieu of the word CONTACT on your border template.  


If you need a Prefix to your Contact, such as the “Client:”, choose to use Drafting | Dynamic Text to type in your Prefix as you wish for it to read on the border.  You may have to use the Tools | Scale command to reduce the size of the Dynamic Text if it comes in large.  You also may use Dynamic Text to include any disclaimers you may want displayed on your drawing border.


For items not listed in the Border Manager, CADKIT has included a User Defined Attribute for items such as, Designer, Scale, etc..  This is a generic attribute which will appear in the dialog box upon placement along with the Contact, Address, etc..   To use this function; pick it from the list, and then press Enter when prompted to hit Return.  Next, assign this item an Attribute Tag, such as, Designer or Scale and press Enter.  This is what will appear in the dialog box after placement of the border.  Next, type in an Attribute Prompt the same name as the Tag and press Enter.  Then type in a Default Attribute Value.  This is usually constant, such as, your company name, address, city, etc.  This will appear in the dialog box presented after placement in which you may edit this information as it will be automatically filled in for you.  Pick a point on your drawing which is your <Start Point>, then Enter through the Height, and Rotation if acceptable.


When all attributes are placed and moved into position, choose Manager | Library Manager from the top menu line.


Pick on the box below Item Type: and pick Border Symbol from the list of items.


Pick the Make Block button, and place your cursor in the Filename box and type a name for your border(7 characters max.).


Pick Continue.


Pick a point in the lower left corner of your border at the “Insertion Base Point:” prompt.


Type W and press Enter at your command line and proceed to draw a window around your entire border drawing to save it off to your hard disk drive.


Insert this into the list of available borders located in the Drafting | Insert Drawing Borders section.  


Pick Drafting | Insert Drawing Border 


Pick Insert  in the upper left corner of the dialog box.


Enter a Description for your border


Pick the Drawing Name button.  Select your border name from the list


Pick Continue, then Continue again and your border should appear on the Insert Drawing Border list of borders.
