Many architectural graphics standards call for plans with hatched walls.  With CADKIT, you have a variety of patterns to choose from.   Before hatching your walls it is essential that you create or load a layer file group with all cabinets turned off.  Failure to do this may result in erased cabinets!  Once the cabinets are turned off you can quickly hatch all walls with in a drawing.

Creating the Hatch Layer File Group

· Open the drawing and generate a plan view.
· Pick Display | Layer File Selection
· Pick Normal and Define
· Pick All Layers Off
· Look for Architect [2D] FloorplanWalls 
· Double click to turn Architect [2D] Floorplan Walls On.
· Pick Store
· Name the new Layer File Group Hatch
· Pick Continue and Continue again.

· All layers except the wall layer will be turned off (or hidden).

Hatching the Walls

· Pick Draw | Hatch
· Pick Pattern and select the desired Hatch Pattern.  We will use ANSI31 for this example.
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Select the scale factor and angle.  Experiment with the scale factor.  In most cases this will be 6 or greater.

· Select Pick Points and pick a point inside the walls at the Select Internal Point prompt.  Rtclick when all walls have been selected.

· Pick Apply at the Boundary Hatch dialog window.

· The walls will be hatched.  

· If the hatch pattern appears solid, you have selected a scale that is too small.  Pick Edit | Undo to erase the Hatch pattern and try again.

· To turn on the rest of the drawing objects, Pick Display | Layer File Selection.  

· Pick Normal and Continue.

· To print the floorplan with the hatch pattern either load the NKBLFRP or FLRPLAN layer file groups before printing or do not Select Hide-Lines in the print window.
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
