Configuring an Alternate Printer

In most cases, CADKIT and AutoCAD look to the Windows Printer settings for printer configuration instructions.  Therefore, whichever printer is the System Default, is also the CADKIT default.   Often, the printer you use to print Pricing Kit estimates and Word documents is not the printer you want to use to plot your drawings.  Changing the printer in CADKIT each time you plot a drawing can be time consuming. Here is a way to setup a different printer or different printer settings for use in CADKIT.

To Configure a Different Default Printer in Design Kit FILLIN "Please Enter the Procedure Name " \* MERGEFORMAT :

· In Windows, Pick Start | Settings | Printers

· RtClick on the Printer you want to Configure 

· Make sure Set As Default is checked

· Pick Properties

· Select the desired paper size and orientation for use in Design Kit

· Pick Apply or OK to accept the settings and Exit the Printer Settings window

· Open Design Kit and Pick Continue once it has loaded.

· Select File | Printer Configuration | Printer Setup

· Pick New

· Add a description of the Printer and Select System Printer ADI 4.3 – by Autodesk Inc. from the bottom of the list. Pick OK

· Look for the CADKIT 2001 System Printer Configuration Window

· Unclick Default to Control Panel Settings.  (Leave the other two checked) 

· Pick OK.  Look for the Text Window and the line Do you want to change anything? Pick Enter to say No and accept the defaults.

· At the Preferences Screen, Pick the new printer and Set Current.  Pick OK to Exit and keep the settings.

· You will now be able to print with the new settings as the default.
